Arts or Ethics for Elementary Cycle 2
students as it has students interpret a
written document and synthesize what they
have read. It can be easily adapted for all
levels. This lessons addresses the DCP
category of “Awareness”; specifically
dealing with ‘Rights and Responsibilities”.
